
What happens if you break the rules?

st issue - You will be issued a warning by the teacher or staff
member. We expect you to comply with this request without
becoming argumentative or defiant. Students not
complying with this request may be sent to the
administration.

nd issue - The PDD will be sent to the office and held by
administration for the remainder of the school day.

Cell phones or other personal digital

devices (‘PDDs’) are not allowed during

school hours, including at lunch and

other breaks. This includes areas

outside of the building.

Student PDD cannot be present until

exiting the building after the end of 

the school day.

If you own a PDD, it is expected it will

be at home or stored in a backpack

until after the last bell of the day.
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rd issue - You will be sent to the office, to hand in your
device to the administration. A parent /guardian will be
asked to pick up the device. 
A follow-up meeting may be held.
